The committee met thrice, first on
22.06.2007 and the second on 14.3.2008 and third on 5. 04. 2008 besgpesaie meeting
held with scientists at WII, Dehradun d%.03.2008at WII, Dehradun.The final draft
guideline vas circulated to all members of the authority and other scientific organizations and
civil societies by email. Thdraftis posted in the official website of NBA faommentdrom

the public.

In this conectionMinistry of Environment and Forestgde LetterNo 26:17/2008CSHIi
dated 08 July 2008informed NBAthat the draft prepared by NBA does not seem to be in
accordance with the relevant provisions of the Act. Furtheneetingwas conductedunder
the Chairmanship of Shri.B. Parsheera, Addl. Seon 7.7.2008 and discussed the issue of
notification of BiodiversityHeritage Site. The following arthe record of the meeting:

A meeting was held on 07.07.08 at 11.00 AMder the chairmanship ofShri B.S.
ParsheeraAdditional Secretary, Ministry ofEnvironment and Forests, to discuss actions
required to be taken for implementation of Section 37 of the Biological Diversity Act, 2002.
Shri. A.K. Goyal, Joint SecretaryMs. Rekha PaiDy. Inspector General of Forests (DIGF)
(FPD); Shri IshwarSingh Addtional Director (Law); Dr. Sujata AroraAdditional Director,
and Shri Chandan Singl&cientific Officer participated in the meeting.

2. At the outset, the Chairman welcomed the participants and referred to the provisions
of the Section 37 of the Biolagal Diversity Act. The Section 37 provides that: (1) the State
Government from time to time in consultation with the local bodies, notify areas of
biodiversity importance as heritage sites under the Act; (2) the State Government in
consultation with the @ntral Government may frame rules for management and
conservation of heritage sites; and (3) the State Government shall frame schemes for
compensating or rehabilitating any person or section of people economically affected by
such notification. It was als@ointed out that Section 18 (3) (b) of the Act provides that the
National Biodiversity Authority (NBA)may advise the State Governments in the selection of
areas of biodiversity importance to be notified under subsection (1) of section 37 as heritage
sites and measures for the management of such heritage sites.

3. Thus, from the above mentioned provisions, it is clear that the onus of
operationlization of Section 37 is primarily with the State Governments, and the Central
Government and NBA have limitedotes in framing of rules for management and
conservation of heritage sites, and in selection of areas of biodiversity importance to be
notified as heritage sites, respectively.

4. The meeting was further informed that the NBRAas gone ahead and set up an
Expert Committee to prepare guidelines on establishment of Biodiversity Heritage sites. The
draft of the guidelines prepared by this committee was circulated to the participants. It was
felt that the draft was not in accordance with the relevant provisiamshe Act.

5. Considering that there are already a number of categories dedigaaidentified or
notified (e.g. as protected areas, biosphere reserves, ecologically sensitive areas, etc.) under
other acts or programmes, merit in designating some othiediversity important areas, was
deliberated upon in the meeting. It was felt that sacred groves and sites, and areas with wild
relatives of domesticated biodiversity have the potential of being considered as biodiversity
heritage sites. It was also fethat at this stage it may not be appropriate for the central
Government to develop any model guidelines for this purpose for the State Governments.
The DIGF (FPD) informedthat a scleme for supporting sacred grovéss been proposed
for in the Eleventh Pan.
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6. It was agreed that to begin with, the Ministry may iter to the State Governments to
elicit their views on identification of types of areas which have potential to be designated as
biodiversity heritage sites. The responses received from the Skadernments may be
discussed in the next review meeting of the State Governments and State Biodiversity
Boards. In the meantime, DIGF (FPD) could work on a note for consideration of sacred
sites as potential areas for biodiversity heritage sites under Alis

7. It was also agreed that the Secretary, NBA may be informed about these discussions
and therefore requested not to proceed with any further action regarding the draft
guidelines on biodiversity heritage sites submitted to the Ministry.

The meetng ended with a vote of thanks to the chair and the participants.

Tak@cognizance of the provisions of the CBD, India has enacted an umbrella
legislation called the Biological Diversity Act, 2002 and also notified the Biological
Diversity Rules 2004. The salient features of the Act are to regulate access to biological

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Diversity, to respect and protect knowledge of local communities relatemdovdrsity
and to secure sharing of benefits with local people as conservers of biological resources
and holders of knowledge and information relating to the use of biological resources.

PARA-1: Preparation of guidelines / Notification of guidelines

As per Section 18 of the Biological Diversity Act, it is the duty of the NBA to
regulate activities referred in the Act and for the puepdA is required to issue
guidelines. Rule 12 of Biological Diversity Rules empowers NBA to lay down the
procedure and guidelines to govern the activities under Section 3, 4 and 6 and Rule 20(i)
provides for Authority to notify the guidelines and desetibbe benefit of sharing formula.

The NBA had established nine Expert Committees to prepare guidelines to be
notified as regulation by the Government of India, as detailed below.

« Collaborative Research Projects (Sgk.

« Rare Threatened Endangered &ndemic Species ( Se89)
& Biodiversity Resources Centre Database (Rule 12)

& Access, Material Transfer and Benefit Sharing (&&c

& Normally Traded Commodities (Set0)

& Heritage sites (Sec.37).

However, the guidelines were notified in respect of only one item viz.,
Collaborative Research Projects. All the other items were either at the stage of finalization
of the draft guidenes or at the stage of preparation of guidelines. Formulation and
Notification of guidelines are pmequisite for considering and giving approval or
otherwise on the applications received under the Sections of the Biological Diversity Act.
However, NBAhas been receiving and approving applications and entering into MOUs
without Notification of Guidelines and approval of formats of MOUs. NBA, in the process
approved 254 applications, but entered into MOUs with 33 parties only. As stated by NBA
15 dayswas the time fixed by NBA for signing of the agreements after granting of
provisional approval. In respect of 221 applications, though provisional approval was sent
to the parties in 2007 itself, no MOUs were entered.
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NBA as of March 2008 had 59 applicats pending to be cleared. The break up is
given below.

The applications received tovas obtaining approval for access to biological
resources under Sec.3 are to be considered & disposed off within six months from the date
of receipt and the applications seeking prior approval for applying the patent under section
6 are to be disposed withithree months of their receipt as per the provision of the Act.
Hence action needs to be expedited for clearance of the applications that too which are old.

PARA-2 : Terms of agreements in the Memorandum of Understanding

National Biodiversity Authorif signed nine agreements with the parties who had
approached NBA seeking permission for Access to biological resources and / or associated
knowledge found within the territory of India (Forh).

(@)  As per clause 4.6 of the agreement the parties whe permitted to access the
biological resources, were to submit half yearly reports on the progress of the research/ bio
survey and biautilization to the NBA. However, none of the parties had submitted the half
yearly reports

(b) As per clause 4.7 othe agreement, the parties should deposit the voucher
specimen/ Type specimen in the designated repositories of India in culture collection in
accordance with the guidelines/ directions given by NBA. However, the same has not been
complied with. NBA stad that the Notification is in the process of finalization and once it

is ready, it will be intimated to the parties to deposit a sample in the repository.

(c) There was no mechanism in place to monitor if the parties were adhering or
complying with theconditions stipulated in the agreements. It was replied that the same
could be enforced once the notification o
Biodiversity Act, 20020 are issued.

(d) Similarly for the agreements entered with parties see&pproval from NBA prior

to obtaining the Intellectual property Rights on the inventions involving the use of the
accessed Biological Resources and / or associated knowledgé (fibynthe parties are to

pay to NBA, annually during the term of the agment, a royalty of 5% of the royalty if

the patent is licensed/ transferred to others or 5% of the net sales of the company in the
event of commercial production by the company from the use of biological resources
accessed. However, there was no metlamy adopted by NBA to watch the activities of

the firm and claim / receive royalty as agreed in the agreement. It was replied that the
process of obtaining Royalty, if the patent is used for industrial/commercial production
using bioresources of Indiaillwbe placed as an agenda in the Expert Committee to prepare
guidelines for implementation.
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Thus, it was apparent that adhering to the terms of agreement were not being
ensured though NBA was responsible for the same.

Parai3: State Biodiversity Boards (SBBs)

Section 22 of Biological Diversity Act 2002 provides for establishment of
Biodiversity Boards in each state. This section came into force with effect from 1.7.2004.
Out of 28 states only 20 states have so far established Biodiversity Bodingé istates.
The constitution of State Boards are important since it is State Biodiversity Boards which
are responsible for constitution of Biodiversity Management Committees (BMCs) which in

PARA 1 6: Preparation of list of Biological Resources normally traded as
commodities and a list of rare and threatened species

Section 40 of the Biological Diversity Act empowers @ounent to exclude
certain Biological Resources which are normally traded as commaodities from the purview
of the Act by issue of Notification. For this purpose, the National Biodiversity Authority is
required to prepare a list of genetic materials whiehwsed for production of normally
traded commodities and then notify the same to enable the Central Government to exclude
those biological resources from the purview of the Act.

However, the same has not been notified as yet. In the meeting of tleet Exp
Committee on Normally Traded commodities held in October 2007, several lists of
normally traded commodities submitted by various departments discussed and it was
decided to initially notify certain items as decided in the said meeting as the normally
traded commodities in the official gazette after consulting the Central Government.
Though two lists containing names of various species to be recommended were finalized,
the same has not yet been approved and notified. As stated by the Authoritys teris
forwarded to Botanical Survey of India, Kolkatta in March 2008 for expert verification of
the enlisted items. Similarly the task of listing out of marine species, is also in the initial
stage since the Marine Product Export Development Authoktchi had just been
requested to send the list of marine species which fall under the category of normally
traded commodities.

Further NBA is also required to examine the list of rare and threatened species
available with various organization to iddptthe gap areas, consolidate and recommend
the species that are on the verge of extinction or likely to become extinct in near future to
Government to enable it to notify from time to time a list of rare and threatened species.
However, the same has alsot been notified so far. As stated by the Authority, the Rare
and Endangered Species were listed by the Government of India, Ministry of Environment
and Forests as Schedule species under the Wildlife Act, 1972. The recommendations based
on the Expert Cmmittee Meetings held for the purpose were forwarded to the Ministry for
the concurrence of the National Wildlife Board.

Since normally traded commodities are to be excluded from the purview of the
Biological Diversity Act and also steps are requirethéataken to protect the endangered,
rare and threatened species, it is suggested that necessary action may be taken to get the
same notified immediately. The outcome of the same may be intimated to audit.

PARA - 7. Database for Biological Resources
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Rule 12(Xiii) of Biological Diversity Rules provides for National Biodiversity
Authority to take steps to build up database and to create information and documentation
system for biological resources and associated traditional knowledge through Biodiversity
Registers and Electronic Database to ensure effective management, promotion and
sustainable uses. However, no such database of biological resources has since been built
up by NBA. The expert committee constituted for the purpose after meeting twice
recommended to float a pilot project for Indian Biodiversity Information System (IBIS) for
funding by Government in the XI plan period. Though the funding for the setting up of
IBIS was proposed through EFC memo to the Ministry ofi&mment and Forests ingh
XI Five year plan, no approval has been received even as of date. The Authority replied
that under the direction of the Planning Commission, a process for clubbing a number of
smaller schemes and formulation of a combined EFC had been undertakemviyishry.

The outcome of the same may be intimated.

PARA -8 : Peopl edbs Biodiversity Register (PBF

Section 41 of Biological Diversity Act provides for constitution of Biodiversity
Management Committee by every local body and as per Rule 22(b) ofiBall®iversity
Rul es, the main function of the BMC is ti
consultation with local people. Such Register shall contain comprehensive information on
availability and knowledge of local biological resources, theidioieal use or any other
use or any other traditional knowledge associated with them. The rules further provided
that the Authority shall provide guidance and technical support to BMCs for preparation of
the register. The Authority is to take steps tec#y the form for the registers and the
particulars it should contain and also the format for the electronic database.

However, it was observed that formation of BMCs itself was not completed. Only
8 states out of the 20 states which formed the Stmtdiversity Boards formed BMCs as
give below.

NBA stated that it had conducted two National Level meetings to compile and
consolidate the methodology on PBR. The final version of the model PBR approved in the
national meeting was put up to the Authority for approval. However, it was felt that the
methodology prepared was comprehensive and difficult to register the local biological
resources by the BMC. Thus a simplified methodology was prepared by an expert
committee and circulated to all the members of the expert committee and delegates of the
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national meetings, members of the Authority, Member Secretaries of the State Biodiversity
Boards as well as civil society organizations and that the comments receiredarious
persons were being compiled for the preparation of final methodology to be sent to all
SBBs for implementation at the district level. The outcome of the same may be intimated.

PARA - 9: Physical \erification of Stores/Inventory

No physicalverification of Stores/Inventory was conducted for the items procured
by NBA since inception. Necessary action may be taken to conduct the physical
verification of stores/inventory as per the provisions of GFR.

2007 for the conduct of workshop. The amount of Rs. 1.00 lakh received was kept in a
separate bank account opened for the purpose. The opening of separate account and not
depicting the said amotim the accounts of the Authority is not in order.

Though AFA incurred an expenditure of Rs. 27000 out of the amount released, the
Workshop has not been conducted even as of date.

It could also be seen that an amount of Rs. 200235 received frors COENew
Delhi was also not reflected in the accounts of the Authority and a separate account was
being operated for the receipt/utilization of the said amount towards the workshop that was
conducted during 200Z008. Opening of separate bank accountshieramounts received
towards conduct of workshops and non depiction of the said amount in the accounts of the
Authority is not in order.

In reply, it was stated that the amounts were kept in separate bank accounts to avoid
clubbing with NBA funds andhat the amount received from State Bank of India would be
refunded to SBI shortly since the workshop could not be conducted.

The reply is tenable since all the amounts received from various sources are to be
accounted for and reflected in the Annual Aauiswf the authority.

The Annual Accounts of NBA for the year 2008 has been scrutinized and
following comments are offered.
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Balance Sheet

1. Capital Fund.

An amount of Rs. 4105148 has been depicted as C&pital of NBA as of March
2008. However, schedule appended reveals an amount of Rs. 4179276 as Capital Fund
resulting in a difference of Rs. 74128. The same may be reconciled and correct figure
depicted under Capital Fund.

The Closing Balance of Capit&und as of March 2007 as per Annual Accounts
200607 was Rs. 2643249, which needs to be reflected as Opening Balance of Capital Fund
of the current year. However Rs. 2477270 has been projected as opening balance resulting
in under statement to an exteftRs. 1,65,979/

The amount of grant utilized towards capital expenditure was Rs. 9,61a893ér
the Assets statement. However this has not been reflected in the Capital Fund there by
understating the Capital Fund to an extent of Rs. 961593., Titere has been an overall
understatement of Capital Fund to an extent of Rs. 1201700.

2. Current Liabilities and Provision.

An amount of Rs. 201224 has been shown under the head, Current Liabilities and
Provision. However, the schedule appended shd®s. 201244, which needs
reconciliation.

The liabilities outstanding as March 20
which need to be shown under ACurrent | i ab
out as Rs. 23831. However, Rs. 23436 hasnbéepicted thereby resulting in
understatement of liabilities to an extent of Rs. 395.

3. Fixed Assets.

An amount of Rs. 9,61,593has been shown as value of Fixed Assets as of March
2008. However, as per the schedule attached, the NBA was holdiets agorth Rs.
20,02,853. This has resulted in understatement of assets to an extent of Rs. 1041260 which
needs rectification.

Gross block of fixed assets with NBA has not been reflected in the schedule of
fixed Assets. The schedule is required to dethie Gross Block of each category of asset
with due addition / clearance and closing balance of the Gross Block, Depreciation at the
beginning of the years and for the year with cumulative depreciation up to the year end
followed by Net block of assets at the end of the year. This may be complied with.

There are typographical errors in depiction of the figures under the following heads
which require rectification.

1. Balance of Rs. 1,67986As on 31.3. 07 shown in schedu
should read as Rs. 1,67,868.

2. Cumul ative depreciation as on 31.3.08 wund

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4 .Current Assets, Loans & Advances

The value of publications in stock with NBA has not bedleceed under the head
current assets. The value of the Publications held by NBA as of March 2008 may be
furnished.

The value of inventories (i.e) stationery consumables in stock have also not been
reflected in the current assets. The value of these lteld in stock as of March 2008 may
be furnished

The total of schedule 11 works out to Rs. 33,39,676 whereas it has been shown as
33,16,676/ which needs rectification. The same has not been reflected correctly in the
Balance Sheet also. The amountse shown separately as Rs. 33,16,676 and Rs. 23,000.

The interest accrued for the year 248 on the investments made has not been
reflected in the schedule. The interest earned for the year on the investment made may be
worked out and projected.

Figures of previous year depicted in Annual Accounts

2008 did not tally with the figures as shown in the Annual Accounts-2008. The items
are listed below:

The amounts received from State Bank of India and UNESCO towards conduct of
Workshops have not been reflected in the Receipt and Payment Account thereby resulting
in understatement. é&geipts were understated to an extent of H8630 and payments
understated by rs.59000. The remaining amount of Rs.220630 was not shown as the
closing balance in the Receipt and Payment Account. In reply, the Authority agreed to
carry out the correatn.

PARA - 2: Reappropriation of funds.
Scrutiny of the budget file revealed that an amount of Rs. 5.00 lakh was utilized

from the Head AAuthority/ Expert Commi ttee
t owar ds AProject/ A w aThe mmpowal ofa thed Minstryofdri v e r s
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reappropriation of the funds between the two heads has not been received by the Authority.
In reply, the Authority stated that the Administrative Ministry sought for detailed
justification for diverting the amounts betwethe heads. Though the Authority furnished

the justification in March 2008, the approval has not been received even as of date.
Reappropriation of funds between heads without approval is not in order.

a. Develop guidelines for sending soil samples to international researglanizations]

The draft guidelines for sending soil and sediment samples abnokeat Section 3 of the
Biological Diversity Act 202 weredeveloped by Dr. VadiveluNational Bureau of Soll

Survey, and Land Use PlannifyBSSLP. He put forward the following points for the
formation of the Guidelines on Soil:

Soil samplesunlike microbes, cannot be identified accurately and namesever, solil

and sediment are source materials of microbes. Therefore a Government Body has to
monitor the samples that are sent to labs outside the country, for claiming the right of
ownership in future for sharing the benefits.

This responsibility came taken up by National Biodiversity Authority or an organization
like National Bureau of Soil Survey, and Land Use Planning, an institute under the ICAR.

The following points may be considered for formulating guidslife@ sending soil and
sediment tonternational research organizations:

1. The organization sending the soil sanfgleshould provide the monitoring body the
details of the samp(s) regarding:

() Name of the organization sending the sample

(i) Georeference of the sampleatitude/Longitude)

(iif) Depth at which it was collected
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(iv) Land form of the location of soil collection

(v) Land use of the location of soil collection

(vi) Purpose for which it is sent including the Project name and objectives
(vii) Nameof the destination lab

(viii) Namg(s) of the scientigs) who will be working with the sample

2. A MoU or agreemenimust be in place between the sender and the destination
laboratorysothat thebenefits are shared in an equitable mamvidr the source country

3. It is the responsibility of the organization sending the@asnto furnish the above
information.

4. The monitoring body will issue the permission for sending the sample to the
organization applying for it.

5. The monitoring bodalsoreserves the right to reject the application when the purpose
of sending the soil san®is not satisfactory.

Additional points mentioned by Dr. S. Subramaniyan

The top soil when removed takes around 250 years for it to be replaced in a natural
manner Hence when soil samples are to be sent abroad, the benefit sharing fee should be
fixed at a higher rateOther soil sample details to lecluded: 2. The temperature of the
soil sample 3. The atmosphér condition of the soil sample; #oisture content of the soil
sample 5. Texture, structure and organic content of the soil sanépkReckaging details of
the sample

The guidelines prepared by Dr. Vadivelu and the additional points mentioned by Dr. S.
Subramaniyan were well accepted by the committee.

[ b. Develop guidelines for exchange of different categories of microorganism]

The Draft guidelines on Microbial diversity developed by Dr. Tapan Chakrabarti,
MTCC and Dr. A. K. Saxena and Dr. Rajeev Kaushik of NBAIM were
discussed during the meeting and the following points emerged:

» If the transfer or exchange is from Government to Government, under bilateral
collaborative arrangement (Section 5 of the BD#Wese guidelines will not govern such
transfer.

» If the transfer is from Private Company/ organization in India to any individual(s)
outside the country, these guidelines will govern such transfer and prior approval of the
NBA is necessary.

» The arbitration kause is not required in these guidelines as it is already part of the
agreement prepared by the NBA for access of bioresources, research, commercial
utilization, IPR and Third party transfer.

» No traditional knowledge associated with microorganisms presdntia should not
be transferred by any Indian citizen(s) to foreigners or NRI or MNC without prior
approval of the NBA as per Section 3 of the BDA 2002.

» The BDA also has provision for restriction on transfer of microbes that are in threat of
being endagered and the power to revoke access to any microbial resource under
Rules 15, 16 of the Biological Diversity Rules 2004.

[ c. Develop gidelines for sending microbial cultures for taxonomical studies. ]
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[ d. Develop aquidelines for culture deposition in the Desiagnated International repositorﬂ

e. To develop gdelines for deposition of isolated microbial culture including fungi,
bacteria and actinomycetes in the National Designated Repositories in India.

Dr. Tapan Chakrabarti, MTCC put forward the following points in the draft guidelines for
deposition of cultures in DNRNDR and sending microbial samples for taxonomical
studies. The following points emerged:

> All type strains of novel taxa or reference strains of archaea, bacteria, fungi (including
yeasts), viruses, plasmids and other microorganisms should be deposi@d in
Designated National Repository (DNR) as per notification under Section 39 of the
Biodiversity Act 2002.

» A prospective depositor should contact one of the Designated National Repositories
(DNR) informing his/her intention about the deposit of the typaargfs).

» Once the type strain(s) is deposited in the DNR and accessioned, a certificate of deposit
including the accession number(s) must be communicated to the depositor.

» The culture should be registered in India vitle DNR according to the Guidelines
Registration of Microbial Germplasm developed by NBAIM

» Once the DNR issues the certificate of deposit, the depositor, if essential for valid
publication or identification of new taxa, may send the type strain(s) to another culture
collection abroad wit prior approval of NBA.

» The depositor should then apply to the National Biodiversity Authority in Form 1V for
Third Party Transfer. Name and address of the culture collection abroad where the type
strain(s) is intended to be deposited should be commedi¢catNBA along with the
certificate of deposit issued by the DNR.

» If the depositor wants to deposit the culture in a culture collection abroad for patent
purpose, then prior approval must be obtained from NBA, by applying in Form Ill.

» For taxonomic charderization of microbes, the microbial cultures present in
in situconditions in India should not be sent abroad for identification without
prior approval of NBA.

» Only in case ohomavailability of facility in India for identification of ew type species
of any particular category of microorganism, the culture may be sent abroad for
identificationwith prior approval of NBA with proper MTA or MoU.

> NBA will examine each request on case by case basis.

» Once approval is granted by NBA the ddapmsmay deposit the culture abroasll
transfers of Microbesir{-situ to exsitu conditions and transfers @ situMicrobes)
should occur unddviaterial Transfer Agreement (MTA)

» When the culture collection abroad provides accession to the type straic¢ession
number(s) should be communicated to the NBA for record.

f. To develop guidelines for the commercial utilization of microorganisms and bioacti
compounds or antibiotics develoboment from these oraanisms.

The NBAIM proposed draft guidelines included the following points regarding
Commercial utilization of microorganisms:
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Nature of microbes which can be sent abroad:

» Microorganisms, which are used for human/animal consumption. For example,
different edible microorganisms, and fungi having therapeutic characteristics or
microbial single cell protein.

» Microbes/microbial formulations which are used as Biopesticides/ Mycoherbicides/
Biocont r ol Agents can be exported or i mport ¢

> In India, most of the muHnational Industries are using the activerholecuksderived
from various microorganisms, and thereafter marketing the products in different
courtries. Most of the information in this regard is of proprietary in nature and possibly
cannot be provided to academic/government organizations.

» Disease causing microbes, Human and animal pathodensase of any benefit
accruing from the pathogens, foraemple, vaccine development, the benefit sharing
must be made.

Following group of microorganisms categorized by NBAIM that should not be exported
from India to another country needs further discussion in the Fianl meeting as per Rule 16
of the BDA 2002.

» Microbes for example, different edible microorganisms, and fungi, producing useful
biomolecules viz. baking and brewing, Ethanol/hydrocarbon production, Hydrogen
producing microbes, Drug production, enzymes etc.

Microbes useful for environment for examp@il/HCH degrading microbes, microbes
useful in bioremediation of contaminated lands, microbes degrading recalcitrant
compounds etc.

Microbes useful in maintaining and improving soil fertility.

In order to help the partners make the appropcatice between the categoriesusie,
nonambiguous definitions and clear descriptions of the uses latede are needed,
especially the definition of Acommerci al
terms for sharing of financial benefiffC o mme r c iofMicrobesircladesbut is not
limited to thefollowing activities: sale, patenting, obtaining or transferring intellectual
property rights or other tangible antangible rights by sale or license, product
development and seeking prearket approval.

[ g. Guidelines for Benefit sharing mechanism on the commercial use of microbial resour%

The NBAIM Draft Gudelines included the following points on benefit sharing mechanism
on the commercial use of microbial resources:

» The Benefit Sharingnustbe done in case of any benefit accruing from the microbial
resourcedue to commercializatiormccording to thesection 21 of the Biological
Diversity Act 2002 and th&uidelines on Benefit sharing of the NBA

» When agreeing upon the terms of the MTA, the partners can decide either to wait until
benefit arise fronsome commercial use and other utilizatioomiérobesand b specify
that complementary terms dealing withese topics will be discussed when the time
had come. Or they can decide to agree upon the tertsnaiit sharing preliminary to
the start of the collaboration, not waiting till the necessity makes law.

» NBA will determine the benefit sharing fee betweaba partners signatory of a MTA
on a caséo-case basis

» NBA should recommend distinguishing between two types of material transfer.

» Transfer where further distribution is excluded (MTA excluding distidouto 3¢
parties)

» Transfer where further distribution is allowed only with prior consent of the National
Biodiversity Authority (MTA allowing distribution to "3 parties)

[ RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE EXPERT COMMITTEE ]

1. The final guidelines must be made simple and pragmatic.

2. The guidelines whiclare to be formed should also include endangered macroscopic
fungi which are commercially exploited and must be conserved. For exabgldyceps
sinensisa Himalayan fungi.

3. The guidelines should also cover issues regarding bioprospecting.

4. The measures tbe taken to monitor the bioresources and/ or traditional knowledge
taken from India, has to be discussed in the next meeting of the Expert Committee.

5. The registration microorganisms occurring in soil, sediment, or water should be made
mandatory.

6. The needdr a repository for soil, sediment, and water samples is subject to debate.
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7. Dr. D. Chandramohan had sent his comments on the Draft guidelines discussed during
the Second Meeting and the points will be discussed in the final meeting of the Expert
Committeeon Soil, Sediment and Microbial Diversity.

8. The Third and final expert committee meeting will be held to finalize the Guidelines
on Soil, Sediment and Microbial Guidelines incorporating the draft guidelines that have
been discussed in the Second Expertrodiee meeting.

NBPGR may constitutemittee to scrutinize all
cases of such export and get approval from DARE along with a recommended list of
material to be exported. The NBA would be informed in the proforma developed under
intimation to DDG (CS), ICAR.

(b) The committee may also review andruginize cases of export in namwllaborative
research projects and recommend on case to case basis to NBA with a request to exemg
from filling of applications and requisite fee. Such recommendation should be restricted to
specific requests from foreigngencies like CGIAR institutions, Universities, USDA,
public sector, R&D organizations etc. for small quantity of research material, with a copy
to DARE for approval.

(c) NBA should sensitize members of EXIM committee of the Department of Agriculture and
Coopeation about the provisions of the Biological Diversity Act and necessary procedures
for getting approval of NBA for cases of export of valuable material, since awareness on
these issues is required at all levels.

(d) The material to be exported under categmentioned at 1 and 2 are invariably under the
conditions Material Transfer Agreement (MTA) developed by ICAR, DARE,
NBPGR/ICAR may send a copy of this to NBA.
